EXPRESSION OF INTEREST (EOI) 
TO SET UP AND OPERATE AN AIRPORT MALL NEXT TO 
SIR SEEWOOSAGUR RAMGOOLAM INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT
1. INTRODUCTION

Airports of Mauritius Co Ltd (AML) is committed to providing its support towards the development and transformation of the Sir Seewoosagur Ramgoolam (SSR) International Airport into a smart airport which can provide the backbone to the regional aviation hub.

In line with the Airport Master Plan and in its quest to enhance the position of SSR International Airport, both on the local and international scenes, AML has the pleasure to invite potential promoters/developers to submit their interest to set up and operate an Airport Mall on a prime land of an extent of approximately 14 hectares (~33.6 Arpents), located along the last segment of the future airport access road (currently under construction). 

The proposed site, in annex, is strategically positioned and is easily accessible. The Airport Mall must serve passengers and their well-wishers & welcomers, airport staff, the surrounding community and the public at large. The objective is to implement a vibrant mix of traditional and modern shops, retail outlets and other convenience facilities, including food & beverage outlets.

2. Scope of Project
The Airport Mall may consist of the following, amongst others:

· A mix of modern and traditional shops
· Retail outlets
· Convenience outlets such as Hairdresser, Gymnasium & Leisure, Beauty Parlour & Spa, Dry Cleaning, Supermarket, etc.
· Food & Beverage Court
· Entertainment area for visitors
· A Car Park facility and Car Wash/Valetting area
· Shuttle/taxi service to and from airport terminal and the proposed shopping mall
3. Project Financing

Shortlisted promoters after the EOI exercise will be invited to submit their detailed proposals for the above project. The whole project must be wholly financed by the selected promoter/developer.
4. AGREEMENT 

The agreement between AML and the successful promoter/developer will be based on the lease of land for an initial period of 40 years as from the date of signature of the lease agreement and may be renewed thereafter for further periods.

5. Submission Guidelines and Important documents 
Your proposal should be split into three (3) sections which must include the following:

· Portfolio of the promoter/developer and a detailed description of current operation(s) and past experience.
· Documentary evidence of having set up at least one similar commercial centre.  The capacity of a promoter/developer to set up such similar facility will also be considered.   
· Audited Financial Statements for the last three (3) years. 

6. Additional Information to Applicants

Some statistics are provided hereunder to give an insight of the airport business environment, which operates on a 24-hour basis. The figures provided are based on the statistics from the past years. 

· The total number of passengers for the year 2015 has been 3,197,308 which include arrivals, departures and transit. This represents an increase of 9.6% over the year 2014.

· The passenger increase for the period January – May 2016 over the corresponding period last year is ~10%.  With the setting up of the Air Corridor, the consolidation of base markets and the opening of new air services, it is forecasted that the passenger traffic growth will be averaging 5% over the next 5 years.
· About 1,500 welcomers and well-wishers associated to the passenger traffic transit through the airport daily.

· More than 4,000 employees commute to and work at the airport daily.

· Many other stakeholders are operating within the airport area and the new Cargo/Freeport zone due to be operational by August 2016 will bring additional impetus to airport business environment and increase the number of commuters to the airport.
The potential promoter/developer shall:

· Have high standard of operation and provide a quality service to all the customers.

· Conform to any existing statutory provisions for the operation of such a facility and service under the Mauritian Laws, and amendments thereto.

Promoters/developers are informed that information provided in this document provides an indication of the scope of the project.  AML, its staff and/or agents shall not be held liable for any matter arising out of, or in connection with such information or the provision of same.

7. Submission of EOI

The EOI proposal must be submitted in one original and two copies as per above instructions and together with all supporting documents. 

All proposals must be submitted by 13h00 on Wednesday 20 July 2016 at latest and should be placed in a sealed envelope, clearly marked “AML/EOI/2016/02 - Airport Mall” and addressed to the Chairman Tender Committee and deposited in the Tender Box located at the Ground Floor of the AML Corporate Office, SSR International Airport, Plaine Magnien.
